As her story unraveled, Patsy held up 

a picture of herself at about age 4, 

only the picture had cracks all over it. 

One crack represented when she was 

sexually abused somewhere between 

ages 3-5. Another when she was mo-

lested by a swim teacher, another hav-

ing a boyfriend at age 12, then loosing 

her virginity at age 16. Then years of 

a dark period of her life, considering 

suicide, allowing death spirits. She 

tore away a piece of her picture with  

each incident.
